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Introduction 
 
Decades of Christian teaching about how to touch Jesus, the importance of proper worship, and the assurances of God’s 
involvement in our lives yet according to a 2005 Christianity Today International/Leadership Journal, Pastor Zander is 
quoted as saying: 
 

As pastors we’re doing what we’ve been told, but we’re preaching 
a very narrow gospel. We’ve been throwing a lot of seed, but it’s 
not taking root, it’s not producing fruit. We are not seeing people’s 
lives transformed. There is a growing sense of failure among the 
church leaders I talk with, and we are looking for something 
more meaningful.1 

 
Why are pastors reporting failure to grow Christ in the hearts of the people? If the Bible is being taught why aren’t lives 
being transformed? The answer is very simple: Christians have forgotten how to touch Jesus with the tools of His 
Covenant and as a result they are not experiencing a relationship with God, Jesus is not mediating the covenant on their 
behalf, and no regeneration is taking place in the soul.  
 
If you feel as if the throne room of God has a “Do Not Disturb” sign every time you knock on the door, if you are 
frustrated with your Christian growth and feel as if you are not able to reflect the nature of Christ as you would like, if you 
feel you are going in circles and not really advancing in your personal growth, then this course is for you.  
 
We are going to study the importance of the tools of Christ’s 
covenant, learn what they are, compare them to the First Covenant 
tools, find how they are different, how they work the value of Christ 
in the soul, and what you can expect when you engage God with the 
tools He sprinkled with the blood of Jesus Christ.  
 
 
In this course we are going to study about tools and why God gives them and the important distinctions between the 
tools of Moses and the tools of Christ. You know, many people desire a Christ-centered faith, but in reality their faith is 
not centered on the things of Christ. In many cases it is still centered on the things of Moses. This is why lives are not 
being transformed.

“Why are pastors reporting 
failure to grow Christ in the 

hearts of the people?” 
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What are Tools? 
 

The Bible talks about the tools that God has assigned to each covenant. These tools are tokens of God’s covenant. 
They represent Him in your faith and as you exercise your faith with them, they represent you before the throne of 
God.  
 

The best way to understand this is to look at the token God gave to Noah after the flood. Notice how the token was 
joined to God’s covenant.  
 

Genesis 9:11-17 
11.   And I will establish my covenant with you, neither shall all flesh be cut off any more by the waters of a flood; 
neither shall there anymore be a flood to destroy the earth.  
12.   And God said, This is the token of the covenant which I make between me and you and every living creature 
that is with you, for perpetual generations:  
13.   I do set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a token of a covenant between me and the earth.  
14.   And it shall come to pass, when I bring a cloud over the earth, that the bow shall be seen in the cloud:   
15.   And I will remember my covenant, which is between me and you and every living creature of all flesh; and the 
waters shall no more become a flood to destroy all flesh.  
16.   And the bow shall be in the cloud; and I will look upon it, that I may remember the everlasting covenant 
between God and every living creature of all flesh that is upon the earth.  
17.  And God said unto Noah, This is the token of the covenant, which I have established between me and all flesh 
that is upon the earth.  
 

God speaks very plainly in these scriptures that He represents Himself in covenant by a token. In this case, the 
rainbow is the token and it represents God’s promise not to destroy the earth by water. 
       
·  The token represents God to the people as if to say, “This rainbow represents My promise to you.”   
·  The token puts man in remembrance of God. Upon seeing the rainbow, people were to reflect upon God’s 

faithfulness and trust in His word not to flood the earth again. 
·  The token put God in remembrance of us and His promise.  
 

 
By this token God established a tie between Himself and the people 
concerning His promise. If you have ever played the game of Tetherball 
you understand that the ball is tied “tethered” to the poll by a rope so it 
does not fly off when it is hit. By the use of the tether, the ball stays  
joined or linked to the rope and in it is designated orbit around the poll.  
 

If you are to remain joined or connected to God and stay within the orbit 
of God’s throne and experience His blessings then you must remain 
tethered to Him by His covenant and tokens (tools) that represent Him.

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Government��
The 5 callings of Government 

are Apostles Prophets Evangelists 
Pastors & Teachers but begins 

with the apostles, which God gave 
to the church so that faith can be 

joined to God through the 
knowledge & truth of the Second 
Covenant. God gives a measure of 
grace to apostles to make known�

the mystery of Christ in full, not in 
part. Apostles give instruction in 

the structure & function of doctrine 
and set this foundation of truth� in 
the heart, making Jesus Christ the 
Chief Cornerstone & Al tar of our 

Spirit �
The Son of God rose from the 

dead to provide these things for 
our faith so that He could fulfill

The Spirit enters into what God 
creates with Government and 

Truth (the temple and the pattern). 
The Spirit makes both living 

because the Son of God rose from�
the dead to provide Himself as the 
new and living way through these 

things for our faith. 

The Callings 
All the callings function under the 
Headship of Jesus Christ and the 
stewardship of the apostles for 

doctrine & function. When believers 
partake of the measure of grace upon 

each calling, they grow by that 
grace. Jesus  mediates the covenant 
through this tool & the Spirit of God 
makes�effectual the work of Christ 

within the soul. Each believer is 
called to function in one of the 5 

callings. As they� function with the 
grace of God for growth, they are�

also in preparation to function with 
the grace of God in his calling. 

The Gifts 
God promises to manifest Himself 

to us, that we might know God, live 
in victory over sin, and to increase 
in the likeness of God. This is the 
purpose of the gifts.�By the Spirit 

of God comes the word of wisdom, 
the gifts of healing, the working of  
miracles, prophecy, discerning of 

spirits, tongues, & interpretation of 
tongues. God uses these to join our 
faith to Him through Jesus Christ�

God has given the gifts of the Spirit 
to the church as an ordinance of 

divine�service for spiritual growth 
& the�stewardship of His grace. 

The Manifold Graces 
The manifold graces of God come 
through dreams and visions and  

the manifestation of God’s power 
which is experienced through our 
physical senses. God set the law 
of Jesus Christ (grace & truth) 

within these manifestations. This 
is why our faith can be made 
living by being joined to Him 
through this activity that God 

grants.�God set the pattern for us 
to partake of Christ through these 
manifestations.�As we abide in 

the manifold graces of God we are 
able to glorify the Father and His 

joy remains in us.� � 

Prayer�
God gave this form of contact 

(tongues) for our faith so that He 
can fulfill His promise to manifest 
Himself to us, that we might know 
God, live in victory over sin, and 
increase in the likeness of God.�

Through the tool of tongues God 
restores inner harmony with Him.�
The Spirit of God uses tongues to 
make intercession for the believer 
concerning the deep scars upon the 

soul that are in need of healing. 
We partake of Christ�through this 

activity. 

Preaching 
This is the verbal proclamation of 
the Holy and Ordered Knowledge  

of the Second Covenant, the 
divine sequence of  facts of the 

covenant which confirms Christ. 
By hearing the truth believers are 

exhorted to continue in the grace of 
God and continually cleansed by 

His truth and take confidence in the 
yoke of Christ. Preaching that is 
not ordered by the Headship of 

Christ speaks to Adam’s 
aspirations and principles and 

brings the soul into many snares. 

Prophecy�
Prophecy is the utterance of 

Christ in the form of charity in 
and out of the assembly. That 

which is given in truth is 
expressed in charity. That which 
God issued is received by faith 
and reciprocated in charity. We 
love God through these things.�

God sanctified prophecy as a form 
of contact between us and Him, 

and us and the brethren, joining us 
to Him and each other through 

Jesus Christ. Prophecy is the fruit 
of our lips confirming Christ. 

Truth 
Truth are all the facts that is 

consistent with God’s Character, 
Purpose & Plan. When truth comes 

through the Headship of Jesus 
Christ, He is mediating the 

covenant and we are enabled to 
bear all things, believe all things, 

hope all things, and endure all 
things concerning Christ and His 
covenant.�As believers, we use 

truth to separate ourselves from the 
world unto God.  Truth that is in 
Him is given for the purpose of 
function (tools) and for beauty 

(fruit) in us. 
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Course Content: The Tools of the Second Covenant 
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Have you ever tried to play a game without having the rules explained to you? You’re clueless about what the goal of 
the game is, how you are to participate, and kind of feel like you are a fish out of water. Well, that is the way many 
Christians feel when it comes to keeping covenant with God.
